As a constituent, I am writing you today to express my concerns about the Ontario government’s recent decision to limit the dispensing of pill packs in Ontario. 
The Ministry of Health and Long-Term Care has recently announced that effective August 1, 2008, the Ontario Public Drug Programs will require pharmacists to dispense the Maximum Quantity of medications for a patient; which could mean that a patient is given a quantity of medication to last up to 100 days. 

However, many people such as the elderly and the vulnerable, receive their medications in weekly, or even daily, pill packs that help them to better manage their medications, and allow them to live independently.  Without these pill packs, some patients may need to enter a long-term care facility in order to receive more frequent care.  These pill packs are like any other independent living aid, such as walkers, home oxygen, mobility rails and bandages.  Changing the frequency pharmacists are able to dispense the pill packs to patients, particularly seniors, will deprive them of an essential tool in enabling them to live independently for as long as possible.

I am asking you to contact the Ministry of Health and Long-Term Care to request a delay in the implementation of these regulation changes.
